The Moons Moat area takes its name from an
ancient moated homestead which dates back to
the 12th century

The medieval homestead was inhabited by the
Mohun family which is vMiere the name'Moon's*
Moat comes from (Mohun being an earty name
for Moon)

The homestead grew up m an isolated position
away from the settlements of Booiey and Ipsley
and would probably have been cut out of the oak
forest which covered the area

The houses you see on the left are the Madfieid Lane
Cottages (wkh modem additions bud on) These are
dated 1888 Marifaid cottages were at at (unction of
Marfiekf Lane, a ma(or route out of Redditch and Ickmeld
Street, the major Roman North South route Much
continued as a route lor motor traffic until the 1970s
